ORDINANCE NO. 12-141 4 -

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE SALE OF BEER ON
SUNDAYS IN THE CITY LIMITS OF CHATHAM

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND BOARD OF ALDERMEN of
the Town of Chatham, Louisiana in a regular session duly held, that:

It shall be lawful for retailers who hold a Class B retail beer permit, as defined by
Ordinance #98, to sell alcoholic beverages for consumption off the licensed premises,
between the hours of 12:00 pm and 9:00 pm, on Sundays. The ordinance shall be in
effect for the whole calendar year, with the exception of the twenty four (24) hour period
of Easter Sunday and on the occasion that Christmas Day falls on Sunday in a given

year.
This ordinance shall become effective on the date of its publication in the official journal.
